As a College community we have been using 

the book “Creating Cultures of Thinking” as the starting point 

for our conversations. The book is written by leading Harvard 

University researcher Ron Ritchhart, and he builds the case 

for "enculturation" as the key to deep learning and the 

development of the habits of mind and dispositions needed 

in a changing world. He challenges teachers by stating “Let's 

build dynamic learning communities that engage students, 

promote deep understanding, and sustain a lifetime of inquiry. 

Culture matters not only to realize curricular goals, but also as 

a shaper of students' development as powerful thinkers and 

learners.” Our discussions throughout this year are enabling 

our teachers from Kindergarten through to Year 12 to share 

their work to embed an understanding of how we support the 

learning of our students. This work is exciting and invigorating 

and will be continued through the remainder of the year and in 

to the future.
